Operation Flood Relief will tackle the major areas of flooding around the city. This means surveying the areas,
devising a plan, and implementing strategies to lessen or eliminate the flooding. These strategies include
removing brush along drainages, relocating fences that are blocking water flow, and replacing problem culverts
and bridges. Personnel will be working seven days a week over the next several weeks to address the most
serious problems, then work will continue on a regular basis as needed to finish making these flood prone areas

more safe.
