Department Information

Hunt County, Texas, is located 248 miles northeast of the State Capital, Austin.  The county covers 882 square miles with the Sabine River crossing through it.  The population in 2000, was 76,596 with its number increasing every year.  

The Tawakoni South Volunteer Fire & Rescue Department is an all-hazards response agency.  The department is a solely volunteer department that is responsible for the response and mitigation of fire, rescue, emergency medical, special operations (hazardous materials, technical rescue, and marine operations), emergency management, and public safety education.

The department is headquartered in southern Hunt County covering 9 square miles.  The department is able to achieve its goals with a workforce comprised of  20 volunteer personnel who operate out of 1 fire & rescue station.  The department currently has 2 engines, 1 tanker, 2 brush trucks, 1 EMS squad, and 1 rescue boat.
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
