College tuition program Draft
As a way to try and attract new members to Perry Hi-Way Hose Company, we have started a new college scholarship program. This program will provide direct assistance to help pay for college tuition to any College or University in the United States.  The maximum amount of tuition assistance available will be $6,000 per year.
This program will allow the student themselves OR a parent be active in Perry Hi-Way Hose Company and qualify for the scholarship. 
To qualify one must be actively running emergency calls as a Perry Hi-Way crew member. This program will require time up front before benefits are paid out. Individuals in this program will need to be running EMS calls at a minimum. We would like individuals in this program to be firefighter / EMT but will accept members for ambulance responses only and not require interior firefighting duties.
Requirements to qualify for $4,000 level:
1.  Members must answer a minimum of 20% of alarms each month for one year( 12 months). ( approx 18 - 22 calls per month)

OR

2.  Members must provide a minimum of 16 hours of documented stand by time in station each week to answer alarms each month for the year.
3. Members must meet all other active member requirements ( 16hr class per year, attend at least 30 drills/ year,  work minimum of ½ of fundraising hours, current training in haz-mat and CPR, obtain certifications of haz-mat ops and firefighter 1 pro boards if involved with interior firefighting) 
4. All persons that apply for scholarship assistance must prove that have been accepted into a US college or University. 

*Payments will be made directly to the educational facility, there will be no payments made directly to the individuals.
*Individuals must maintain a QPA of 2.0 or above. Individuals who fail to maintain this QPA minimum will not be eligible for funding in future years until the average is improved to the 2.0 minmum. In the situation where a parent or grandparent is working for their child in school, this QPA must be maintained by the student who will be the recipient of the scholarship.
*The maximum number of years of scholarship eligibility will be dependent on the program the student is enrolled in.  Qualifications will need to be met for each year of scholarship money requested.

* Associates degree program (2 year program)  = 2 years of scholarships


* Bachelors degree program ( 4 year program)  =  4 years of scholarship
*This program will be open to men and women 18 years of age and older.
* Scholarships are for full time students ( at least 12 credit hours a semester) 
* Perry Hi-Way Hose Company will provide all necessary protective clothing and training for the individuals in this program.  
* This program is open to individuals with training or with no experience in emergency services. We will provide training necessary for becoming an active member to respond to emergency calls. Members without training must meet minimum training guidelines to be actively running alarms to count toward your eligibility requirements. (new people with no experience must first attend training  to be able to respond on emergency calls before eligible time for program credit)
* This program is also open and to members of other fire departments – as long as you meet the hourly requirements and are in good standing with your home department.

Can qualify for more funding

28% of calls or 24 hrs per week for $5,000 per year  
35% of calls or 32 Hrs per week of standby time for $6,000 per year  
Application for the scholarship will need to be completed and reviewed by the scholarship committee.
